HTML Notes/Instructions/etc…

Each html template utilizes the same basic markup and structure.  Therefore, all templates share the same pieces of html code where the “headers” and “footers” are concerned.  These pieces will be the same for every page on the Urban Outfitters website (with only small changes for dynamic information).

With that in mind, I’ve created a few new files which specifically separate the html chunks into their own pieces (as shown below).  And each chunk has html comments explaining what is occurring.

1. template_dochead.html – This is the very first piece of the html template, which contains the doctype, head, meta, etc information.  All of this will remain the same on all pages, except the <title> will of course change depending on what page you are visiting.

2. template_header.html – This html chunk contains the “header” area of the website… logo, search, and primarynav. These pieces will remain largely untouched on all pages, but will vary a little bit when viewing the shopping pages (aka, Women’s, Men’s, etc).  When you are on those pages, a class=”active” gets added to the code to denote which section you are currently browsing.

3. template_content.html – This html chunk contains the “content” area of the site… breadcrumb, subnav, and all the various html pieces that are found on all the different page types.  Structurely, this piece will remain the same, but the area designated for the various html pieces from other templates will vary quite often.  This is the “meat” of the templates.

4. template_footer.html – This html chunk contains the “footer” area of the website… utilitynav (account, cart, etc) and footer area (catalog, blog, newsletter, copyright, etc).  This chunk will likely never change from one page to another, unless a user is logged in.  When that happens, the “Your Account” text would change to “Jim’s Account” or “Sue’s Account”.  We will use the first name of the logged-in user for this purpose.  Also, the shopping cart will change to denote how many items it contains.

5. template_docfoot.html – The closing bit of html for our templates.  This will never change from one template to another.

FOLDER Notes/Instructions/etc…

· css/ - This folder will house a master.css file, which is the only css file that needs to be called from the html/jsp templates.  It won’t be necessary to call multiple files, as they will all be imported via the master.css file.  That being the case, we at Urban will need access to modify the files/folders within the main css/ folder.  We will be adding a new folder each time a new design is created/launched for the site.  And inside each folder will be a primary css file, and all associated imagery for the new design.

· images/ - The ONLY images that should be placed in this folder are those that get embedded directly into the html and are NOT affected by seasonal re-skins/re-designs of the website.

· js/ - The js (aka, javascript) folder will contain all of the javascript that is used to modify the website’s behavior.  This includes the basic toggle function I’ve created (for showing/hiding the “tell a friend” form); as well as a number of others like the prototype library and swfobject (even though swfobject isn’t currently being used on the site).  We at Urban will need to be able to modify the files in this directory, but only on rare occasions.
CSS/JS Notes/Instructions/etc…
There shouldn’t be any more inline styles directly embedded into the html.  The external css file will handle all of this from now on.

The javascript used on the site should be unobtrusive and not modify the site’s behavior in such a way that would make it inaccessible.  In other words, if a user has javascript turned off, they should still be able to browse the site.  A prime example of this would be that links from a product category page to the product detail page, should be normal URLs… not javascript based links.  However, some pieces of functionality, like the swatches, require js to work and are fine as they are.


Odds & Ends…

There are likely a number of html elements and pieces that are not covered by this new set of templates and/or instructions.  If/When these items come up, please let me know so that I can remedy the omission.  One example might be an error message or small interstitial page that I wasn’t previously aware of.  I did my best to cover all pages, but I’m sure something will have slipped by me.

Functionality Changes

On a few pages, there are changes to the way certain pieces/features/etc function.  The changes are not too substantial, but they do require some modifications beyond just html/css/js.

· account_book.html – No changes in this page.

· account_orders.html – The “order status/history” page features a good deal of changes in what information is being displayed.  Some of this will be dependent on what ecommetry is able to provide and how it is being called up by the ATG website.

· account_ordersummary.html – No changes in this page.

· account_payment.html – This page is new and was split off from the original “My Profile” page.  Edit/Delete are now present next to EVERY instance of a credit card saved on the account.  No longer would a user select a radio button for their choice, and then click “edit” or “del” to trigger an action.

· account_profile.html – No changes in this page, except for the “Payment/Billing” piece is now on its own page (as previously covered).

· account_wishlist.html – The “Send Your Wishlist” functionality is now embedded directly on the page, instead of using a separate page for that. It is the same basic setup as the “Tell a Friend” form on a product detail page.

· browse_category.html – No changes in this page, except there are now 10 products per page, instead of 8.
· browse_detail.html – The “product detail” page features most of the functionality changes that have been introduced to the site.

1. What was once shown in the pop-up window (more photos, size chart, availability) is now embedded directly in the page.

2. When an item is added to the wishlist, the user will be redirected back to the product detail page, with confirmation text displayed (Item Added to Your Wishlist).  This is the same as how “Add to Cart” functions.

3. The “Tell a Friend” form is now embedded directly in the page, instead of taking you to another page for this functionality.

· browse_gateway.html – No changes in this page.

· browse_homepage.html – No changes in this page (but please note absence of sub-nav on the left).

· browse_search.html – No changes in this page (still show 20 results per page).

· cart_1.html – No changes in this page (but please note absence of sub-nav on the left).

· cart_2-shipping.html – No changes in this page.

· cart_2b-giftoptions.html – The pop-up image/text for the gift packaging will now be embedded directly in the page in the “gateway/promotional” space.

· cart_3-billing.html – CID field added when a saved credit card is being used.

· cart_4-summary.html – No changes in this page.

· general_catalogs.html – No changes in this page.

· general_emails.html – This is a brand new page where we will display an example of the emails we send to customers; as well as a submission form to sign up, and a log-in form if you are already a registered user of the site to modify your email subscription / preferences (aka, takes you to your “account profile” page).

· general_emailsignup.html – No changes in this page.

· general_help.html – No changes in this page.

· general_privacy.html – No changes in this page.

· general_returns.html – No changes in this page.

· general_sizecharts.html – No changes in this page.

· general_stores.html – The list of stores should be displayed in full and not require an extra click to get to.
· tell-a-friend form - This form shows up on two separate pages, but utilizes the same basic functionality.  In the html templates provided, the form/html is exactly the same, except for slight differences in wording and a few options on each page/template.
